Minutes of the 2007 AGM: 

Matters arising: The Graham McCargo memorial ride to Tatton Park was enjoyed by members of the CCC and Congleton Cycle Club.   An event to be repeated this year - date TBA.  Website up and running successfully. No progress on T-shirts but BN said he would make enquiries at embroidery company in Macclesfield.

The minutes for the previous meeting read and accepted.  

Peter Hall acting as chairman for this meeting.

Chairman's Report:

Chairman invited Denise and Bob from Congleton Cycle Club. We should have closer ties with Congleton Cycle Club as BN says Cycle Club would like to get involved in more community cycling and not be perceived as only a racing club.  There could be a large crossover of aims, so working closer together makes sense with possibly a more formal arrangement or joining of organisations further down the line. To make the name of the organisation more general, "Congleton Cycling" or "Cycling Congleton" was suggested, but this would have to be voted on by all members at a later date. HP says this name is much more approachable and friendly. Congleton Cycle Club is also looking at becoming a "Go Ride" club and a North West Cycling officer is coming to give a talk about this 11 Dec 08  - contact PH if you would like to attend.

PH says Anna Geroni has agreed to fund the reprint of our Congleton Cycle Network map. Anna has been appointed cycling officer in Cheshire West and Chester beginning April 09. It’s possible there may be a dedicated cycling officer for East Cheshire and this group will push for that via the Cheshire East Cycling Campaign.

Secretary’s report:

We had a publicity stand at the "Congleton Now" event, held in Congleton town centre in July.  Quite successful, spoke to quite a lot of people and gave away Congleton Cycle Network maps.

Treasurer’s report:

PH says we will collaborate with Cycle Club on any social rides we organise this year - same goes for any press releases.

BN says Dane housing are organising Sports Day and will probably get in touch regarding cycling activities.

BN says there is a new Department of Transport initiative on cycling provision - we should report good, bad and non - existent cycle parking as a result of the survey we have just completed of station cycle parking.

HP says Bikeabilty is going very well with 8 courses (72 children) run this year and is booked up most Fridays through the year. So far instructing up to level 2 (riding to school on quiet roads).  Approaching secondary schools to instruct Y7 pupils up to level 3 (cycling on busy roads and dealing with busy junctions).

HP has also mailed all newly elected council officers to introduce the umbrella group Cheshire East Cycling Campaign (CECC). Several replies, one from Roy Cartlidge (councillor for Crewe & Nantwich) who is proposing himself as Cycling Champion for East Cheshire and has sent a report on an action plan for cycling provision in East Cheshire.

Rob Sawyer from Maccbug has been approached by Macclesfield Borough Council planners to advise on bike storage on new builds in the Borough.

HP says there is a "Bike to School " week in May - maybe we could organise something for that.

Social Rides:

First Saturday of every month - meet at Moss Road/Leek Road junction for a ride to the farmers market at Rode Hall (No market first Sat Jan 09) - this usually takes in a lunch stop on the way home!

Other rides to be arranged and advertised in the New Year.

BN says he would like to see 2 rides per month in the summer and some evening rides when the nights are light.
