Thought we could visit these stations as part of our social rides, so proposed ride to Holmes Chapel and Goostrey as one ride and Sandbach, Alsager and Kidsgrove as second ride.

If any members use any of these stations and are familiar with bike storage provision. We would like to hear from them.

In the meantime AS will contact Network Rail and to find out what plans if any they have for providing bike storage at stations.
