Results of last meeting:

Letter sent to Chief executive and Officer for Well Being at new Shadow Council - no reply yet.

PH and MA with additions from RS, made a draft constitution for  CECC - should include Bikability for adults as well as children in its objectives.

MR received a letter from Dept of Health regarding a new initiative "Change for Life" encouraging families to lead healthier lifestyles. We should be able to incorporate this.

RC introduced himself as a councillor for Crewe & Nantwich and has been appointed "Cycling Champion" for Cycle England. His position at the moment is main point of contact to the Council for cycling interests.

PH says we need to get a structure for the group and this should be small, i.e. one representative member from each local cycling campaign group.

RC says Crewe and Nantwich Access group will include walkers, disabled groups, cyclists and other vulnerable road users etc. together with representatives from Highways and Planning depts of the council. MA suggests we should restrict our remit to cycling issues at the moment as there is already an active disabled group in Congleton. PH says we should be representative of strategic issues of all the local cycling groups. Umbrella group should be constituted and draft constitution should be approved/amended by local groups. Representatives from each group will meet Mon 24 Nov at Municipal Buildings in Crewe. PH & MA to attend for Congleton Cycling Campaign.

PH suggested bi-monthly meetings when CCEC group is formed.
